2019 Safe Streets Summit

The 6™ annual Safe Streets Summit will take place on February 25 and 26, 2019 in
Miami-Dade County. The theme for 2019 is “Safe Streets, Smart Streets” bringing a
focus on the implementation of innovative transportation efforts that address challenges
of the future. This year's Summit will seek to inspire decision makers and agencies to
implement multimodal transportation solutions that expand travel options through
first/last mile connections to transit and will emphasize the importance of actively
incorporating equity and inclusion throughout all efforts. The second day consists of a
Mobile Workshop which will include 5 different tours highlighting different areas of Miami
and their recent Complete Streets efforts. Participants can choose an option based on
their interests.

City of Fort Lauderdale — Complete Streets Improvements
Presented By Jugba Santi and Christine Fanchi

The City of Fort
Lauderdale has been
focusing on
implementing Complete
Streets projects in an
effort to increase safety
for pedestrians and
cyclists in areas that
were preiviously serving

primarily motorists.
Presenters shared
information about four
specific projects:

Downtown Walkability,

Las Olas Boulevard (temporary/pilot installation), NE 13" Street, and Old Dixie Hiway.
These projects are outlined in the “Fast Forward Fort Lauderdale” & Complete Streets
plans for the city. These plans were developed with information gathered from extensive
community outreach, surveying the existing conditions of each of these areas, and
developing needs lists for each project.

The Downtown Walkability project focused on improved walkability and safety for
pedestrians. Some of the improvements included high-contrast crosswalks and new
crosswalks along the Downtown areas in Fort Lauderdale. This project also connected to
the project on Las Olas Boulevard focusing on bicyclist safety and shared streets. The
temporary/pilot project seeked to provide city officials and residents with an idea of what
a more biker-friendly Las Olas Boulevard could look like. Improvements include wide
and well demarcated bicycle lanes, bicycle turning blocks, and a slight lane reduction.
Despite some reluctance, results show motorists maintaining more consistent speeds
and closer to the speed limit throughout the boulevard and better safety for pedestrians
and ciclysts overall. City officials have decided to keep the temporary improvements until
they are able to figure out how to make the changes more permanent.

The NE 13" Street project focused
on shared streets that served
motorists as well as pedestrians and
bicyclists. Improvements included 2-
lane reduction, wider sidewalks,
speed tables, a round-about, and
well-demarcated bike lanes. Despite
the changes and some of the initial
- pushback, NE 13" Street continues

‘ motorists each day as it did before
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and it now better serves pedestrians and bicyclists in Fort Lauderdale
Lastly, the Old Dixie Highway project :
focused in shared streets and safety
for all. After two cyclists passed
tragically from riding on this road
(prior to improvements), community
members and city officials decided to
make this road an example of
complete, shared, and safe streets in
Fort Lauderdale. Improvements
included reduced speeds, speed
tables, and clearly demarcated bicycle
lanes. As a result, this project is now being used as an example of the possible
improvements in other areas.

City of Deerfield Beach — Hillsboro Boulevard
Presented by Eric Power

The City of Deerfield Beach has completed 4 of the 5 projects outlined in the City’s
Complete Streets Plan to improve safety and shared streets along major roads. The
presentation focused on improvements to Hillsboro Boulevard from Dixie Highway to
Federal Highway/US 1. Several city and
public buildings, as well as many
businesses, lie along this corridor. The

project started in 2014 with a
= .,? jﬁ ’ 'll partnership between the City and FDOT
to eliminate two lanes, resurface, and
add a center landscape median. The
[Existing Hillsboro Bivd. | goal was to improve pedestrian, bike

and automotive safety, increase mobility
to the beach, and enhance aesthetics.

| Project Area Proposed Typical |

To date, improvements to Hillsboro
Boulevard include: miling  and
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resurfacing, drainage improvements, signage replacement, adding new and enhancing
existing crosswalks, 2-lane reduction, center landscape median, removing suicide lanes,
and widening and extending incomplete bike lanes. Later phases of the project also
focused on incorporating themes and design of “Pioneer Grove,” an area paying homage
to the 1890s, and connecting to landscape features east of federal.

Important lessons learned from this project include: 1) More consistent contact with
community through different phases of the project could improve clarity and
understanding of the projects’ goals and expectations and avoid potential backlash. 2)
That thorough surveying of existing and remaining elements must be completed and
communicated to different contractors. 3) Adequate quality materials should always be
used. The City of Deerfield Beach was able to improve important features along a main
boulevard that will increase safety and mobility for motorists, bicyclists and pedestrians.
The only items left to install to fully complete this project are some landscape features.

City of Miramar — Complete Streets ...

The City of Miaramar adopted a Complete Streets Policy through a City Commission
resolution and has since dedicated to supporting Complete Streets projects,
encouraging Complete Street design with private developers, and seeking funding
opportunities for these projects. One focus for the city is the completion of sidewalk
networks to provide connectivity and safer pedestrian pathways throughout Miramar’s
main roads. The presentation focused on the following projects.

e The Historic Miramar Complete Streets
Phase 1 (Miramar Parkway) included new
bike lanes, lighting and sidewalk
improvements, median/landscape
enhancement and new or enhanced
intersection crosswalks. This project was
completed in 2013. Phase two of this
project is presently under construction.
Once completed, the areas of focus will
include sidewalk and lighting improvements,
landscape and swells, as well as ADA
ramps along the pathway.

e The Historic Downtown Revitalization
project, completed in 2018, implemented

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bike lanes, lighting and sidewalk improvements, median/landscape
enhancements, and new or enhanced intersetion crosswalks around the Miramar
Downtown area of Miramar Parkway.

e Presently Miramar only has a weekend bicycling community, yet the city is
committed to making shared streets a priority to ensure that the city offers safer
routes for not only motorists, but also pedestrians and more bicyclists, in the
future. Trends show that younger generations are prioritizing bicycling and
walking over driving.

To continue to grow Miramar’s Complete Streets plans, the City consistenly looks for
funding and partnership opportunities. Some fo these include: local funding, MPO
Complete Streets Localized Initiative Program (CSLIP), FDOT’s Safe Routes to Schools
(SRTS), Broward County Redeveloment Program, FDOT Transportation Alternative
Program (TAP), and others.
