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SEFTC HOLDS REGIONAL TRANSIT
FUNDING SUMMIT

On March 14, 2008, more than 60 transportation pro-
fessionals, as well as members of the public attended
the first Southeast Florida Transportation Council
(SEFTC) Regional Transit Funding Summit, which was
designed to address many of the tri-county area’s trans-
portation issues.

The summit was held at the Broward County Govern-
mental Center in Fort Lauderdale at 2:00 p.m. Mayor
Richard J. Kaplan, SEFTC Chair and Broward MPO

Board Member, issued the opening remarks.

Mr. Randy Whitfield, Director of the Palm Beach
MPO, Mr. Roger Del Rio, Executive Director of
the Broward MPO, and Mr. Jose Luis Mesa,
Ph.D., Miami-Dade MPO

Secretariat Director.

Special focus was given to funding challenges that we
are facing as a region. Items of discussion included
Rental Car Surcharge Funding, Florida East Coast Cor-
ridor Transit Needs, and the Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT) Financing and Funding Pro-
cess.

Those in attendance included representatives from the
Miami-Dade, Broward, Palm Beach, and Martin Met-
ropolitan Planning Organizations, FDOT, South Florida
Regional Transportation Authority (SFRTA), the South
Florida and Treasure Coast Regional Planning Coun-
cils, as well as other transportation agencies.

2008 Pines Day

On Saturday, January 19th, the
City of Pembroke Pines hosted
Pines Day 2008 in honor of
their 48th annual birthday cel-
ebration. Pines Day 2008 was
held in the festival grounds of
the Pines Recreation Center
located at 7400 Pines Boule-
vard. This event included
strolling performances, roam-
ing characters, live music, and
fun-filled activities for
families.

The Broward MPO was
present with their information
display to speak to the public
about the transportation plan-
ning process and survey event
attendees. A total of 104 event
attendees were surveyed
throughout the day.

Of those surveyed, almost 39%
indicated their major trans-
portation concern was bicycle
facilities, while 37% stated traf-
fic congestion. Other issues of
concern included safety and
pedestrian paths.

BROWARD MPO INVESTS IN PILOT STUDY FOR
TRANSIT-ORIENTED, MIXED USE PARCELS

Heavily traveled corridors, like the portion of Broward Blud
shown here, are providing great opportunities for Transit/
Housing Oriented Redevelopment in Broward County.

In September of 2006, the Broward County
Planning Services Division applied for and
received $75,000 for a Community Pilot
Study to create plans for transit-oriented,
mixed-use development along State Road
7 (I-595 to Peters Road/Davie Boulevard)
and Broward Boulevard (I-95 to State
Road 7).

The MPO Community Studies Pilot Pro-
gram is providing funding assistance to lo-
cal governments and agencies conduct-
ing, or seeking to conduct, transportation
studies that would impact the regional
system. This investment comes from MPO
Federal Planning Funds.

This program, Transit/Housing Oriented Redevelopment, or THOR, is examining two
study areas within Broward County. The first is the one mile stretch of corridor from I-
595 to Peters Road/Davie Boulevard. The second corridor is the two-mile stretch of
Broward Boulevard from 1-95 to State Road 7. Each of these study areas include corri-
dors in unincorporated Broward County and cross multiple municipal lines. The cities
and towns involved in these two studies include Fort Lauderdale, Lauderhill, Planta-

tion, and Davie.

Through THOR, the county is taking steps to accommodate projected growth in =
manner that maintains and improves the quality of life for its residents. For more infor-
mation about this exciting pilot program or how you can become involved, please visit
http://www.broward.org/planningservices/thor.htm.

ONE STEP CLOSER TO SCENIC HIGHWAY
DESIGNATION FOR STATE ROAD A1A

On Tuesday, April 17%, Broward MPO Staff
members, along with members of the Florida
Dept. of Transportation (FDOT) conducted
an important meeting regarding State Road
AlA and the prominent designation of being
inducted in the State’s Scenic Highways Pro-
gram. Broward County, FDOT, local busi-
nesses, civic groups as well as private citizens
and municipalities have come together to es-
tablish the Broward A1A Scenic Highway
Corridor Management Entity(BASHME).

The meeting was held at the Town of Lau-
derdale-By-the-Sea’s Town Hall, and had
more than 40 members of the public in atten-
dance from over 15 municipalities in the
county.

Mr. John Rude, Chairperson of the Broward
MPQO’s Community Involvement Roundtable
and Ms. Christine Heshmati, Program Sec-
tion Manager for the MPO, facilitated the
meeting that included topics such as corri-
dor management, vision goals, and a briefing
on the Florida Scenic Highways Program.
FDOT representatives were also on hand to
assist the facilitators during the question and
answer portion of the agenda. A brief survey
was also administered during the meeting.

Ms. Beatriz Caicedo-Maddison, from FDOT District 1V,
answered specific questions from the audience and panel
members.

Of those surveyed, almost 50%
stated their major transporta-
tion concern was traffic con-
gestion. Other issues of concern
included the county’s need for
better mass transit systems.
Surveyees also stated that the
buses do not run frequently
enough.
