CREATING HEALTHIER AND SAFER STREETS: 
BROWARD MPO KICKS OFF COMPLETE STREETS INITIATIVE
The Broward MPO is joining communities across the 
country that are rethinking road design and balancing 
their rights-of-way for all users: walkers, bicyclists, transit 
riders and drivers alike.  Through a grant secured by the 
Broward Regional Health Planning Council, the Broward 
MPO will provide elected officials, planners and engineers 
tools to create Complete Streets-- corridors that are 
deemed accessible by all modes of travel and designed 
to encourage physical activity. “We are thrilled to partner 
with the MPO to create healthier, safer streets,” Broward 
Regional Health Planning Council Transforming Our 
Communities Health Program Director Teina Phillips said.  
“By tying infrastructure planning to health outcomes, we 
can impact the health of individuals who live, work, learn 
and play in Broward County.” By September, the consulting 
team will produce: Complete Streets Guidelines for 
Broward municipalities; a survey to gauge public attitudes 
and behaviors; public workshops identifying better uses for 
existing streets; and strategies for policy implementation. 
“Roadways can take up to 30 percent of a municipality’s 
land mass. Over the next few months we will highlight 
the environmental, health and economic development 
benefits to expanding street design priorities beyond the 
car,” said Patrice Gillespie Smith, Urban Health Partnerships 
Complete Streets Program Manager. Already, some 
municipalities are implementing traffic calming measures, 
which is a big step toward achieving Complete Streets. 
“Many of our communities are pursuing more walkable and 
bikeable environments,” Mark Horowitz, Broward MPO’s 
Bike/Pedestrian Coordinator said, “The development and 
implementation of strong Complete Streets policies are 
important steps towards balancing our transportation 
system for all users.”

MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIR          
The Broward MPO Board is 
engaged and working to 
make 2012 a great year for 
transportation planning in 
Broward County. The most 
exciting and significant 
project, which we will be 
funding for the next five 
years, is “The Wave,” the 
Ft. Lauderdale Streetcar 
System.  While some may 
think it’s a stretch to call 
a fairly limited route a 
“system”, the point is that 

The Wave is the start of something expected to spread to 
other communities.  That is the organic nature of these 
streetcar/rail projects; once people see how convenient 
and neat it is, they want to be the next stop on the line.  
The first step in this process is the environmental impact 
process, which upon completion makes The Wave eligible 
for federal money for design and construction. The MPO 
recently hosted a Leadership Broward panel discussion, part 
of a full day of transportation related visits for these future 
leaders.  I discussed with them the recent FDOT Bus Rapid 
Transit Workshop presentation involving six cities where 
BRT has made a significant impact, and I pointed out that 
Cleveland was one of the cities.  I explained to them that I 
was especially impressed with this presentation, having 
spent time when I was a boy visiting my grandparents in that 
city. I knew what it had been, and we probably all remember 
what it had become:  the mistake by the lake, when Lake Erie 
actually caught fire.  Well, if you could see what BRT and light 

rail have caused in Cleveland, you 
would want to visit immediately.  
What a transformation, and what 
amazing economic development 
has taken place along the right-of-
ways, and it includes tax dollars too, 
which get recycled. From all of this, I 
know we are on the right track (pun 
intended!) to move forward with 
the plans and implementations 
that will make our community a 
place on the move.
