The limits of AET Phase 8 conversion project begin at Lantana Toll Plaza (MP 88) on
the Turnpike / SR 91 in Palm Beach County, and extend north through Martin, St. Lucie, Indian River, and Okeechobee
Counties, to Three Lakes Toll Plaza (MP 236) on the Turnpike / SR 91 in Osceola County. The AET Phase 8 conversion
project includes the removal and replacement of 30 ramp toll plazas and two mainline toll plazas.
